This can be sent to prairiewillowdogs@gmail.com by e transfer.  Once a puppy becomes available and you have been contacted a second deposit of $400 is required to hold a puppy from a specific litter. This deposit is good for up to 2 years from the date of deposit and can be good for any of our litters within that time range. All deposits are non-refundable.  We will do our best to work with you to give you a puppy that fits with your family. First deposit gets first pick of the litter and then 2nd and so forth. Breeder has the option to choose 1st and 2nd pick if we plan to keep a puppy back for breeding. Payments can be made by e transfer or by cash.
